U.S. Artists 18+ over submit up to 3 original 2D & 3D artworks with maximum size of 60" in any direction.
All media allowed except film, video, electronic, and AI generated artwork. No reproductions.

Artwork must be in excellent condition, ready for secure installation before delivery. Works on paper
must be framed. All 2D work should be ready for hanging with a wire. Sawtooth hangers not
recommended. All 3D work must be free standing, stand on a pedestal, or hang with wire or rod.

While this exhibition encourages artists to freely to express themselves, the Art House is a community
gallery and artwork that includes significant elements of sexually explicit imagery, overtly political or
religious content, graphic depiction of violence, hatred, or profanity may not be considered for inclusion.
